‘Happy-tensing’ (quickly [kwɪkli])

Non-rhotic (sister [sɪstə]) —> ‘linking /ɹ/’ (either of [iːðəɹ ɒf]) 

T-Glottaling (want anything [wɒn ænɪ θɪŋ], but: permitted

[pəmɪtɪd]) 

Yod-Coalescence (student [stʃuːdənt]) & L-Vocalisation
